美国对中国周度牛肉出口量

由于节假日导致产量下降，本周精选级牛胴体综合价继续环比上涨0.9%至3.20美元/磅，是去年

10月以来的最高价格，该价格比去年同期高10%，比2022年同期高14%。

本周精选与可选级胴体价差由上周的30.15美元/百磅小幅回升至30.70美元/磅，仍处于历史高位

区间，但是比去年同期的31.18美元/百磅和2022年同期的31.43美元/百磅有所收窄。

本周大部分精选级初级分割品价格继续环比上涨，后腿（round）上涨4%，肩胛（chuck）上涨

4%，前胸（brisket）上涨2%，胸腹（short plate）上涨2%，腹胁（Flank）上涨1%。

本周精选级重磅去骨眼肉价格反弹，而精选级重磅里脊价格在假期需求减弱后继续下跌。精选级

重磅去骨眼肉价格在两周前涨至15.14美元/磅的历史高位，上周下跌至14.3美元/磅后，本周再次

反弹至15.03美元/磅，该价格比去年同期高16%，比2022年同期高21%，也是历史第二高价格。

五周前精选级重磅里脊价格涨至16.73美元/磅，是去年12月以来的最高价，过去的三周价格有

所松动，本周继续环比下跌10%至14.06美元/磅，是10月中以来的最低价格。该价格比去年同期

低14%，比2022年同期低13%。

精选级保乐肩价格连续三周上涨，本周继续环比上涨3.5%至3.42美元/磅，是7月中以来的最高

水平。该价格比去年同期高18%，比2022年同期高25%。

本周50CL牛碎肉价格与上周持平，为0.77美元/磅，该价格比去年同期高42%，比2022年同期低

18%。在过去的八周里，50CL碎肉价格持续高于去年同期水平。

90CL牛碎肉价格在8月底涨至3.76美元/磅的历史高位后持续下跌，本周90CL碎肉均价环比上涨

1%至3.22美元/磅，该价格比去年同期高32%，比2022年同期高34%，比8月份3.76美元/磅的历史

高位已累计下跌14%，仍处于历史高位区间。

猪胴体综合价在11月持续下跌，而在12月中出现上涨并在上周涨至0.96美元/磅，是近5周的最

高价格。本周，猪胴体综合价环比下跌0.9%至0.95美元/磅，该价格比去年同期高15%，比2022

年同期高7%。而拉动胴体综合价同比上涨的主要动力来自后腿和五花的上涨。

初级分割品价格变动方面，本周五花（belly）和颈背（butt）环比上涨1%，腰脊（loin）持平，

肋排（rib）下跌1%，前腿（picnic）下跌2%，后腿(ham)下跌3%。

重磅带骨后腿价格从11月底开始持续上涨，直至上周涨至1.09美元/磅，是8月以来的最高水平，

也是今年排名第四高的周度均价。带骨后腿价格通常在圣诞节后开始下行，本周环比下跌6%

至1.02美元/磅，该价格比去年同期高33%，比2022年同期高22%。

箱装去骨后腿肉价格在上周出现了大幅上涨，均价2.11美元/磅，是近几年来的最高水平,但是

成交量较小仅6000磅。本周后腿肉价格下调至1.90美元/磅，仍然是一个非常高的价格，该价格

比去年同期高27%，比2022年同期高12%，成交量有所增加，但是也仅有16,000磅。

本周因圣诞节假期，猪肉产量预计为4.44亿磅，环比减少20.4%，同比减少8.1%。本周生猪屠宰

量预计为205.1万头，环比减少20.5%，同比减少7.7%。

本周生猪宰前平均活重为291磅，环比持平，同比减少1磅，宰后均重217磅，环比增加1磅，同

比持平。

U.S. Weekly Beef Export to China

The Choice cutout trended higher for the third consecutive week this week as production was 
limited due to the holiday schedule, and the Choice cutout averaged up 0.9% from last week 
to $3.20/lb., which was the highest since late October. The Choice cutoutwas up 10% from last 
year and up 14% from 2022.

The Choice/Select spread edged up from $30.15/cwt last week to $30.70/cwt this week. This 
week’s Choice/Select spread was down from $31.18/cwt last year and $31.43/cwt in 2022, but 
the spread remains historically high.

Compared to last week, values moved higher for the round (+4%), chuck (+4%), brisket (+2%), 
short plate (+2%), and flank (+1%) primals.

Prices for Choice boneless heavy ribeye rebounded this week, while prices continued to adjust 
lower after holiday demand for Choice tenderloins. Prices for Choice heavy boneless ribeye 
reached a record high of $15.14/lb. two weeks ago on strong holiday demand, and after easing 
to $14.30/lb. last week, prices rebounded to $15.03/lb. this week, up 16% from last year and 
up 21% from 2022 and the second highest on record. 

Five weeks ago, Choice trimmed heavy tenderloin prices reached $16.73/lb., which was the 
highest since last December. Prices trended lower over the past three weeks, and prices 
dropped by 10% this week to an average of $14.06/lb., which was the lowest since mid-Octo-
ber. Prices were down 14% from last year and 13% from 2022.

Choice trimmed chuck shoulder clod prices trended higher for the third week this week and 
were up 3.5% from last week to an average of $3.42/lb., which was the highest since mid-July. 
Prices were up 18% from last year and up 25% from 2022.

50% beef trim prices held steady with last week at $0.77/lb., which was up 42% from last year 
but down 18% from 2022. Prices have been above year-ago levels for the last eight weeks.

90% beef trim prices have been trending somewhat lower after reaching a record high of 
$3.76/lb. in late August. Prices averaged $3.22/lb. this week, which was up 1% from the previ-
ous week. Prices are now down 14% from the $3.76/lb. record high set in August but remain 
historically high, and this week, prices were up 32% from last year and up 34% from 2022.

Weekly estimated beef production for the Christmas holiday week was 376.2 million pounds, 
down 29.6% from last week and down 11.4% from last year. Year to date production was down 
0.6% from last year.

Weekly estimated slaughter was 434,000 head, down 29.7% from last week and down 13.4% 
from last year. Year to date beef production and slaughter was down 0.6% and 3.7% respec-
tively.

Live weights averaged 1,431 lbs., up 1 lb. from last week and up 27 lbs. from last year. 
Dressed weights averaged 869 lbs., steady with last week and up 19 lbs. from last year.

Cash steer prices decreased by $3.58/cwt from last Friday to $191.35/cwt. The live cattle 
futures contracts traded at: December: $193.50 (+$2.17 from last Friday), February: $190.65 
(+$2.25), and April: $193.35 (+$3.22).

From December 13 to 19, U.S. beef exports increased 4% from the previous week, to 16,533 
tons, of which exports to China were 2,982 mt, up 7% from the previous week.

After trending lower through November, the pork cutout rallied in mid-December and reached 
$0.96/lb. for the week ending December 20, the highest in five weeks. This week, the cutout 
edged down 0.9% to an average of $0.95/lb., which was up 15% from last year and up 7% 
from 2022. The majority of the increase in the cutout compared to last year and 2022 is from 
the ham and belly primals.

Compared to last week, the belly and butt primal values increased by 1%, while the loin primal 
value was steady. Values moved lower for the rib (-1%), picnic (-2%), and ham (-3%) primals.

Heavy bone-in ham prices increased from late November through last week and reached an 
average of $1.09/lb. last week, the highest since August and the fourth highest weekly aver-
age so far this year. Prices typically decrease after Christmas, and this week, prices averaged 
6% lower to $1.02/lb., which was up 33% from last year and up 22% from 2022. 

Prices for boneless, boxed rollout hams spiked to an average of $2.11/lb. last week, which was 
the highest price in years, on a small trading volume of just 6,000 lbs. Prices adjusted lower 
this week but remained elevated at $1.90/lb. this week, which was up 27% from last year and 
up 12% from 2022, as the trading volume remained limited at 16,000 lbs. this week.

Weekly estimated pork production was 444.0 million pounds for the Christmas holiday week, 
down 20.4% from last week and down 8.1% from last year. Weekly hog slaughter was estimat-
ed at 2.051 million head, down 20.5% from last week and down 7.7% from last year.

Live weights averaged 291 lbs., steady with last week but down 1 lb. from last year. Dressed 
weights averaged 217 lbs., up 1 lb. from last week and steady with last year.

Cash hog prices averaged $77.27/cwt this Friday, up $0.32/cwt from last Friday. Lean hog 
futures contracts at: February: $84.15 (-$1.78 from last Friday), April: $89.53 (-$1.00), May: 
$93.63 (-$0.72), and June: $102.00 (-$0.10).

From December 13 to 19, U.S. pork exports increased 3% from the previous week, to 32,438 
tons, of which exports to China were 3,4  68 mt, up 10% from the previous week.

USDA Released Updated Report

The USDA released its Cold Storage (Cold Storage) report and Hogs and Pigs (Total Hog Production) report for November 30 and December 1, respectively.

Beef inventory in cold storage increased 2% month-over-month but decreased 4% year-over-year to 440.5 million pounds. Pork inventory decreased 8% 
month-over-month and 6% year-over-year to 391.1 million pounds.

The hogs and pigs inventory was up increased 1% year-over-year to 75.8 million head, of which breeding herd increased slightly to 6 million head and 
market hogs increased 1% year-over-year to 69.8 million head.
