           带骨与去骨后腿批发价格

重磅带骨后腿价格在4月中旬达到0.92美元/磅，为12月以来最高。随后价格持续下跌至5月中旬

的0.81美元/磅，6月初反弹至0.88美元/磅。过去两周价格持续下跌，两周前均价为0.75美元/磅，

为4月初以来最低。过去两周价格持续反弹，继上周上涨7%之后，本周价格跳涨9.5%至均价0.89

美元/磅，为4月下旬以来最高。本周价格较去年同期下跌9%，较2024年同期下跌4%，自5月第

一周以来带骨后腿价格一直低于去年同期。

现货箱装去骨精修后腿肉价格因交易量清淡而波动较大。受假期影响，本周交易量降至4.3万

磅，低于上周的7.7万磅和两周前的5.0万磅。本周价格在1.30美元/磅至2.08美元/磅之间，均价

           猪脊背（Loin）批发价格

带脂1/4英寸修整真空包装脊背肉价格在过去六周内保持在1.04至1.06美元/磅之间。本周均价为

1.04美元/磅，较去年同期下跌8%，较2024年同期下跌17%。

去骨中心段带侧边脊背肉价格在两周前跌至近年最低水平1.25美元/磅，随后反弹至本周的1.33

美元/磅，该价格较去年同期下跌2%，较2025年同期下跌9%。

带骨上后腰脊（后臀尖）价格近几周相对平稳，而去骨上后腰脊肉价格总体走低，这两个产品

的往年同期价格通常从5月至6月下旬呈季节性上涨趋势。本周带骨上后腰脊均价为0.89美元/磅，

精选级牛胴体综合价于2025年9月第一周创下4.14美元/磅的历史新高。自11月初至1月初，价格

连续九周下跌。此后价格总体震荡上行，至3月中旬达4.02美元/磅。随后三周价格温和走低，4

月中旬企稳。之后价格温和上涨至上周的3.97美元/磅。本周价格转头向下，环比下跌1.5%至均

价3.91美元/磅，较去年同期下跌1%，但较2024年同期上涨18%。这是自2024年以来精选级牛胴

体综合价首次同比为负。

3月中旬，可选级牛胴体综合价创下3.95美元/磅的历史新高。此后四周价格持续走低。4月中旬

至5月中旬价格小幅回升，随后四周连续下跌至6月中旬，之后企稳，上周报于3.76美元/磅。本

周可选级牛胴体综合价均价环比下跌1.5%至3.71美元/磅，较去年同期下跌3%，但较2024年同期

上涨21%。

           精选级与可选级牛胴体综合价差

本周精选级与可选级牛胴体综合价差从上周的20.31美元/百磅（为去年10月以来最大价差）收窄至

19.99美元/百磅。相比之下，去年同期该价差为13.21美元/百磅，2024年同期为24.38美元/百磅。年

初至今，谷饲牛肉产量中可选级的占比仅为8.7%，低于去年的12.5%；精选级占比为72.7%，与去

           极佳级牛肉产量及胴体综合价

           外裙与内裙批发价格

今年全年外裙批发价格均大幅高于去年同期水平。5月价格达到13.31美元/磅的高点，而去年全

年高点为7月的9.42美元/磅。外裙价格通常在5月和6月达到年度高点，随后回落至10月。本周均

价为11.30美元/磅，较去年同期上涨31%，较2024年同期上涨43%。

内裙价格今年在4月初以8.69美元/磅提前见顶，早于往年。相比之下，去年高点为7月的8.09美元

/磅。过去五周内裙价格均低于去年同期水平，本周均价为7.12美元/磅，较去年同期下跌10%，

本周环比下跌3%至均价1.80美元/磅，较去年同期下跌30%，但较2024年同期上涨83%。

本周国内90%牛碎肉价格环比微涨0.6%至4.63美元/磅，再创历史新高，较去年同期上涨13%，

较2024年同期上涨24%。由于母牛屠宰量减少，国内瘦牛肉供应趋紧，但需求依然强劲。进口

90%牛碎肉价格在去年11月中旬达到创纪录的4.01美元/磅，此后已从高点回落（但仍处于历史

高位）。本周进口90%牛碎肉价格环比下跌1.1%至均价3.66美元/磅，为去年8月以来最低，较去

年同期上涨6%，较2024年同期上涨23%。

        Pork Cutout
After trending lower over the past three weeks, the pork cutout rebounded 1.1% from last week 
to an average of $0.96/lb. this week, which was down 14% from last year but was up 2% from 
2024. The cutout has been below year-ago levels for the last eight weeks as the cutout typical-
ly trends seasonally higher this time of year for grilling season but this year the cutout has 
been weighed down primarily by lower belly and ham values.    
 
        Pork Primals
Compared to last week, values increased for ham (+5%), rib (+1%), picnic (+1%), and belly 
(+0.5%) primals, while values trended lower for the loin (-1%) and butt (-1%) primals.    
 
        Wholesale Ham (Bone-in and Boneless) Prices
Heavy bone-in ham prices reached $0.92/lb. in mid-April, the highest since December. Prices 
then decreased through mid-May to $0.81/lb. before rebounding to $0.88/lb. in early June. 
Prices decreased over the previous two weeks and averaged $0.75/lb. two weeks ago, which 
was the lowest since the beginning of April. Prices have been rebounding over the last two 
weeks, and after increasing by 7% last week, prices jumped 9.5% this week to an average of 
$0.89/lb., which was the highest since late April. Prices were down 9% from last year and 
down 4% from 2024 this week, as prices have been below year-ago levels since the first week 
of May. Reported spot boneless, boxed rollout ham prices can be volatile on thin trading vol-
umes. This week, the trading volume dropped to 43,000 lbs. for the holiday week, down from 
77,000 lbs. last week and from 50,000 lbs. two weeks ago. Prices traded in a range between 
$1.30 and $2.08/lb. this week for an average of $1.42/lb., which was up 5.5% from last week 
when prices were at the third lowest weekly level so far this year. This week, prices were down 
27% from last year and down 15% from 2024, and prices have been below year-ago levels 
since early May.  

        Wholesale Pork Butt Prices 
Prices for both ¼ inch trimmed, vacuum-packed bone-in and boneless pork butts reached their 
seasonal peak earlier than usual and have since adjusted lower. Prices for bone-in and bone-
less butts typically hit their high point for the year in late June, but this year prices peaked for 
both at the end of May. Last year, prices for boneless butts peaked at $1.83/lb. vs a peak of 
$1.82/lb. this year, and prices for bone-in butts peaked at $1.72/lb. last year vs. $1.74/lb. this 
year. This week, prices for ¼ inch trimmed, vacuum-packed bone-in butts averaged $1.34/lb., 
down 9% from last year and steady with 2024. Prices for ¼ inch trimmed, vacuum-packed 
boneless butts averaged $1.49/lb., down 11% from last year and down 3% from 2024. 
 
        Wholesale Loin prices 
Prices for ¼ inch trimmed vacuum-packed loins have held between $1.04 and $1.06/lb. for the 
last six weeks. This week, price averaged $1.04/lb., down 8% from last year and down 17% 
from 2024. Prices for boneless center-cut strap-on loins dropped to the lowest level in recent 
years two weeks ago at $1.25/lb. before rebounding to $1.33/lb. this week, which was down 
2% from last year and down 9% from 2025. Bone-in sirloin prices have been relatively flat in 
recent weeks, and boneless sirloin prices have trended mostly lower, compared to a typically 
seasonal increase in prices from May through late June. This week, bone-in sirloin prices aver-
aged $0.89/lb., down 19% from last year but up 2% from 2024, while boneless sirloin prices 
averaged $1.24/lb., down 7% from 2025 but up 1% from 2024. Tenderloin prices have been 
mostly above year-ago levels this year, and prices likely peaked for the year at $2.00/lb. in the 
first half of June. This week, prices averaged $1.92/lb., up 1% from 2025 and up 10% from 
2024. 
  
        Pork production, Hog slaughter and Hog weights
Weekly estimated pork production was 428.3 million lbs. for the 4th of July holiday week, down 
16.7% from last week(          ) but up 10.9% from last year. Pork production has been higher 
than last year each of the last seven weeks, and for just the last four weeks, production aver-
aged up 3.8% from last year. 

Weekly hog slaughter was 1.974 million head for the holiday week, down 16.4% from last 
week(            ) but up 7.4% from last year.  

Live weights averaged 290 lbs., down 1 lb. from last week but up 8 lbs. from last year. Dressed 
weights averaged 217 lbs., down 1 lb. from last week and up 7 lbs. from last year. 

        Cash Hog Prices and Lean Hog Futures
Cash hog prices had been trending lower in recent weeks, and last Friday, cash hog prices 
edged down 0.5% from the previous week. This Thursday, cash hog prices rebounded by 
$2.03/cwt from last Friday at an average of $95.47/cwt. 

Lean hog futures contracts traded at: July: $93.85 (+$0.92 from last Friday), August: $98.75 
(+$2.17), October: $82.03 (+$0.08), and December: $73.38 (-$1.57). 

        Pork Export Volume 
From June 19 to 25, 2026, U.S. pork exports decreased 1% from the previous week to 31,796 
tons, of which exports to China was 3,159 tons, down 6% from the previous week.

        Choice/Select Beef Cutout
The Choice beef cutout reached a record high of $4.14/lb. the first week of September 2025. 
Prices decreased for nine consecutive weeks from the beginning of November through early 
January. The Choice cutout then trended mostly higher through mid-March to $4.02/lb. The 
cutout then trended modestly lower over the following three weeks before stabilizing in mid-April. 
Prices had since been trending modestly higher through last week when they reached $3.97/lb. 
This week, prices turned lower and decreased 1.5% from last week to an average of $3.91/lb., 
which was down 1% from last year but up 18% from 2024. This is the first week that the Chocie 
cutout has been below year-ago levels since 2024. 

In mid-March, the Select cutout reached a new record high of $3.95/lb. The cutout then trended 
lower over the following four weeks. The Select cutout then increased slightly from mid-April 
through mid-May, before decreasing for the following four weeks through mid-June and then sta-
bilizing through the end of the month at $3.76/lb. last week. This week, the Select cutout aver-
aged down 1.5% from last week at $3.71/lb., which was down 3% from last year but up 21% from 
2024. 

        Choice/Select Spread
The Choice/Select spread narrowed from $20.31/cwt last week (which was the widest spread 
since October) to $19.99/cwt this week. This compared to a spread of $13.21/cwt last year and 
$24.38/cwt in 2024. The share of fed beef production grading Select was only 8.7% year-to-date, 
down from 12.5% last year, while the share grading Choice was 72.7%, which was nearly steady 
with 72.8% for last year. For the week ending June 27, 10.1% of fed beef production graded 
Select, the highest since January but down from 14.0% for the same week last year.     

        Prime Beef Production and Cutout
The share of fed beef production grading Prime is up massively from last year’s already high 
levels.  From January through the week ending June 27 (the latest available data), 15.6% of fed 
beef production graded Prime, up from 11.7% last year. The share was above 17% for six weeks 
in April and May and hit a record high of 17.22% for the week ending May 30. For the week 
ending June 20, the share dropped to 14.9%, the lowest since March, on hotter seasonal weath-
er, and for the week ending Jun 27, the share held at 14.9% again. The weekly Prime cutout 
value is published on Mondays in the comprehensive beef report, so the latest available Prime 
cutout is for the week ending June 26. That week, the Prime cutout averaged $4.06/lb., down 1% 
from last year and up 19 cents/lb. from the Choice cutout. Year-to-date, the Prime-Choice spread 
was just 15 cents/lb., down from 39 cents/lb. last year on the relative increase in Prime availabili-
ty.  

        Choice Beef Primal Values
Compared to last week values were steady for the Choice brisket and flank primal, while values 
decreased for the Choice chuck (-1%), round (-1%), short plate (-1%), rib (-2%), and loin (-2%) 
primals. 

        Wholesale Outside and Inside Skirt Prices 
Wholesale prices for outside skirts have been significantly above year-ago levels all year. Prices 
reached a high of $13.31/lb. in May, compared to last year’s high of $9.42/lb. in July. Prices typi-
cally reach their high for the year in May and June before trending lower into October. Prices 
averaged $11.30/lb. this week, which was up 31% from last year and up 43% from 2024. Inside 
skirt prices peaked earlier than usual this year at a high of $8.69/lb. in early April. This compared 
to last year’s high of $8.09/lb. in July. Prices have been below year-ago levels for the last five 
weeks, and this week, prices averaged $7.12/lb., down 10% from last year but up 18% from 
2024. Prices for inside skirts also typically trend seasonally lower from July into October. 

        Wholesale Beef Trim Prices
50% beef trim prices reached $1.92/lb. in late April and early May, the highest since last July.  
Prices have since adjusted somewhat lower, and this week, prices trended down 3% from last 
week to an average of $1.80/lb., which was down 30% from last year but up 83% from 2024. 

This week, domestic 90% beef trim prices edged up 0.6% from last week to a new record high 
of $4.63/lb., which was up 13% from last year and up 24% from 2024. Demand remains strong 
and supplies are tighter for domestic lean beef due to smaller cow slaughter. Imported 90% beef 
trim prices reached a record $4.01/lb. in mid-November, but prices have adjusted down from that 
record (although they remain historically high). This week, imported 90% beef trim prices 
decreased 1.1% from last week to an average of $3.66/lb., which was the lowest since last 
August.  Prices were up 6% from last year and up 23% from 2024.

        Beef Production, Cattle Slaughter and Cattle Weights
Weekly estimated beef production was 407.2 million lbs. for the Independence Day holiday 
week, down 14.7% from last week and down 0.6% from last year. 2026 year-to-date production 
was down 5.1% from last year.   

Weekly estimated slaughter was 458,000 head for the holiday week, down 14.7% from last week 
and down 3.4% from last year. Year-to-date slaughter was down 7.7% from last year.   

Live weights averaged 1,455 lbs., down 2 lbs. from last week but up 45 lbs. from last year. 
Dressed weights averaged 891 lbs., steady with last week and up 25 lbs. from last year. 

        Cash Steer Prices and Live Cattle Futures
Cash steer prices averaged $255.25/cwt, down $4.75/cwt from last Friday. 

Live cattle futures contracts traded at: August: $239.23 (-6.60 from last Friday), October: 
$234.30 (-$4.90), and December: $234.23.   

        Beef Export Volume 
From June 19 to 25, 2026, U.S. beef exports increased 36% from the previous week to 17,803 
tons, of which exports to China was 1,851 tons.
